Building on Ms Ang’s enlightening sharing, Ms Goh Yiping
enlivened the session with personal anecdotes that
provided refreshing learning points to inculcate a right
mindset for new breakthroughs, taking the chance to
encourage everyone to constantly challenge oneself and
leverage opportunities that arise in the Southeast Asian
market.

Finally, Ms Trisha Suresh introduced useful and practical
tools to advance and pivot one’s career, stressing that
consistently upscaling and developing both soft and
digital skills is the way to go. The evening rounded up
with a rousing Q&A which saw enthusiastic attendees
seeking advice from the panel, as well as thanking them
for an uplifting evening that championed and celebrated
female success.
